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When recently filling out the recent Avenidas Village Survey, Naomi Seeger marked 
"Absolutely" when asked if she would join Avenidas  Village again. She marked the same when 
asked if she would recommend it to a friend.����
 

Naomi's interest in being a member of a village community peaked years before Avenidas Village 
began. When reading about the Beacon Hill Village in Boston, the community which Avenidas 
Village was modeled after, she thought to herself "that is exactly what I want when I am older." 
She attended the very first Avenidas Village public meeting and has been a happy Village 
member since its inception three years ago. 
 

Like many other Avenidas Village members, Naomi has often taken full advantage of the variety 
of resources the Village offers. And like other members, Naomi has positive and strong feelings 
about the Village and the services provided. In her words, "I have such a good feeling about it. It 
turned out the way I hoped it would. It has been much more than satisfactory, it’s almost like 
having another family member." 
 

To Naomi, the Village community is more than an opportunity to interact with others. After a 
recent family emergency, the true value of being part of the Village community was proved 
once again. Avenidas Village provided Naomi with a strong support group and resources in a 
timely manner. When Naomi called Elizabeth, she was right there, and within hours made 
available all of the resources Naomi needed. 
 

More recently, Village staff worked with Naomi to coordinate a MedPal, 
a free Village service that matches members with volunteers to accompany them to medical 
appointments and take notes. Naomi shared that her MedPal, Susan Wexler, was very personable 
and took notes so that she would not need to remember everything the doctor was saying. Naomi 
felt confident she would walk away with all of the information that she needed. Shortly afterward 
Susan returned accurate notes to Naomi. 
 

Naomi has also taken advantage of the program’s vetted vendors. When she was seeking a 
personal trainer, Naomi didn't know who to call or where to look. 
After noticing a trainer in the Vendor Directory, Naomi felt comfortable 
reaching out. Not only was she pleased with her personal trainer, but she is 
also receiving a discount as an Avenidas Village member. Naomi shares 
that "Bea Garsh is a doll, she is a wonderful human being and trainer." 
Naomi and Bea have become quite close, and Naomi thanks the Village for 
bringing the two of them together. 
 

Avenidas Village has been a positive experience for Naomi and has more 
than proved its value to her. No matter the situation, Naomi trusts 
Avenidas Village and knows that she can always turn to it in a time of 
need. 
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
